
Internationally Acclaimed Local Artist Steve Carpenter 
Returns to Europe for Solo Show  

 

After a decade, Steve Carpenter returns to Europe for a solo show at the prestigious 
Bell Tree Tower Gallery in Zurich, Switzerland. 
 
Steve Carpenter, founder of the Steve Carpenter Gallery and Art Center, home of the 
New York Figure Study Guild, MECA and an exceptional Program for inner city youth, has 
been invited to travel to Zurich Switzerland in June to exhibit over 55 “New Works”. 
 
Each piece, ranging from charcoal sketches to 12’x5’.5” oil paintings represent Steve’s 
personal philosophy that suggests “Nothing is, Everything is Becoming”.
